Following on from yesterday evening’s meeting, below is a link to the WDC information page about the Crowborough Army Camp. I have also included an update on the motion relating to this which was passed by Full Council in November.
1. Councillors will be aware that there is a lot of news currently about the Crowborough Army Camp, some of it (particularly on social media) very misleading. Below is a link to the Wealden website with factual and up to date information about the Home Office’s proposals and Wealden’s response:

2. The text of the motion which was passed unanimously by Full Council on 19 November 2025 in relation to the Home Office proposals to use the Crowborough army camp to accommodate asylum seekers was the following:
The Council supports the Council’s Executive in: 
 a) exercising the powers available to the Council to oppose the Home Office plan to use Crowborough Army Training Camp for the accommodation of asylum seekers, provided that this is done lawfully and with due and full regard to the potential cost and risk to the Council of any action which might be taken; and 
b) calling on the active participation and collaboration of partner organisations to join Wealden District Council in opposing the plans.
3. Full Council also approved funding of nearly £1.2 million over the next 5 years for the Wilder Wealden project - a partnership working with Sussex Wildlife Trust to undertake a range of measures to protect and enhance the natural environment. Just over a year ago, the Council joined the Wilder Ouse project, working with a range of landowners, local interest groups, councils, statutory bodies and volunteers to deliver nature-based solutions across the Ouse catchment and within the district. The Wilder Wealden project will expand this work across the whole district, with the expertise of the Sussex Wildlife Trust, helping to restore biodiversity, to address environmental challenges and, where appropriate, to create opportunities for public engagement in nature recovery. In addition, the Council has committed to work with the Knepp Wildlife Foundation to become a formal partner of the Weald to Waves Initiative, a project to create a 100 mile nature corridor across Sussex.
